« Under “Optional Information,” write your
email and phone number so officials can
contact you if there’s a problem

« Check “Annual Application” and choose
a party for the Primary Election. Check
“All elections and runoffs”

. Sign the form. Must match the signature
on your ballot envelope so take a photo
to be sure you remember.
